The Greater Seattle Chinese Chamber of Commerce 2017 Scholarship for Women Program Contest Rules, Regulations and Responsibilities

1) An applicant shall be a single female who has never been married and is at least ½ of Chinese ancestry.  Applicant must be no younger than 18 years of age and not have reached her 24th birthday prior to the Scholarship Program date of August 2017.  She must have resided in the State of Washington for at least one year or more and continue to reside in the State of Washington from August 2017 to August of 2018 and be a lawful resident of the United States. 
2) Applicant(s) must include the parent/guardian endorsement with their application form which must be postmarked by the date required on the official entry form (January 31, 2017). The Miss Chinese Seattle Scholarship Program accepts only twelve candidates for the Scholarship Program; therefore the post-mark on each candidate’s application is crucial.

3) There will be no applications accepted from anyone who has participated in any similar contest and was the crowned titled holder (ie Queen) prior to the 2017 Miss Chinese Seattle Scholarship for Women Program.  Please disclose any prior program participation.  All decisions pertaining to qualification of candidates shall be decided by the Scholarship Program Advisory Board and The Greater Seattle Chinese Chamber of Commerce Board of Directors. Their decision shall be deemed final. 
4) All regal paraphernalia furnished by The Greater Seattle Chinese Chamber of Commerce for the use of Miss Chinese Seattle 2017 are the property of said organization and must be returned thereto or before the end of her reign.
5) Decision of the Scholarship Program Committee and The Greater Seattle Chinese Chamber of Commerce in all matters relating to qualification standards, and selection of candidates shall be deemed final.  The Greater Seattle Chinese Chamber of Commerce strives for an unbiased and honest Scholarship Program.  Selection of the winners is made by the judges whose decisions are deemed final.

6) By entering in this Scholarship Program, each contestant agrees to participate in all functions and activities including but not limited to events conducted/sponsored by The Greater Seattle Chinese Chamber of Commerce during the Scholarship Program year.  This tenure begins August, 2017 through July, 2019.  All contestants shall participate in all functions and activities designated by The Greater Seattle Chinese Chamber of Commerce during the period of her reign.  A minimum of eight (8) events must be attended by the Court.  Miss Chinese Seattle 2017 and her Court will be expected to wear their crown, sash, and Cheongsams unless otherwise advised.  Attendance at functions will be recorded by the Event Coordinator(s).  Failure to attend the minimum functions will result in forfeiture of title and cash prizes.
7) All public appearances of Miss Chinese Seattle 2017 and her Court will be subject to the approval of the Scholarship Program Director and/or The Greater Seattle Chinese Chamber of Commerce Executive Board  The Miss Chinese Seattle 2017 and her Court are not permitted to plan, consent to or engage in any activity which employs the title of Miss Chinese Seattle 2017 and her Court without first obtaining consent from the Scholarship Program Directors or The Greater Seattle Chinese Chamber of Commerce Executive Board. This rule encompasses all activities, including but not limited to those at any schools, universities, civic organizations, street fairs, charitable fund raising events or business promotions.

8) A Chinese Dress/Cheongsam, tiara, and sash furnished by The Greater Seattle Chinese Chamber of Commerce must be worn by Miss Chinese Seattle 2017 and her Court at all public appearances when representing The Greater Seattle Chinese Chamber, unless otherwise approved by the Scholarship Program Director and/or Event Coordinator(s).

9) All non-cash prizes will be awarded to contestants within three weeks of the Scholarship Program at a scheduled planning meeting to reiterate contestant responsibilities and upcoming events for the forthcoming year.  Half of the cash prizes will be awarded during The Greater Seattle Chinese Chamber of Commerce Chinese New Year Celebration Dinner. The remaining half will be awarded in the following year during the Chinese New Year Celebration Dinner. This will give the Scholarship Program Committee an 

Overview of each contestant’s attendance record as mentioned in #7. 
10) The Scholarship Program Committee reserves the right to disqualify any applicant for not adhering to any contest rules and regulations at any time. Each member of the court is charged with good behavior consisting but not limited to a professional demeanor whether in person or via media outlets including personal social networking websites. In the event a winner is disqualified, title, trophy, unissued prizes and awards or portions thereof shall pass on to the next runner-up or contestant in succession and there shall be no further obligation of any kind whatsoever on the part of the Scholarship Program Committee, The Greater Seattle Chinese Chamber of Commerce, Sponsors, Directors or Officials toward such a disqualified contestant/title holder.

11) Any public statement of responses regarding the Scholarship Program shall be made by the Scholarship Program Director/Committee and The Greater Seattle Chinese Chamber of Commerce President and its Board.  Rules may be amended by the Scholarship Program Committee Advisory Board without prior notice.

12) The Scholarship Program Committee reserves the right to decide which title holder (i.e., Queen, First Princess, Second Princess, Miss Talent, or Miss Congeniality) will represent The Greater Seattle Chinese Chamber of Commerce for the Miss Chinatown USA Scholarship Program held in San Francisco, California; Miss SEAFAIR Scholarship Program; and the Miss Chinese International Scholarship Program sponsored by TVB in Hong Kong.

13) All photographs taken of contestants by the Scholarship Program Committee shall remain the exclusive property of The Greater Seattle Chinese Chamber of Commerce.  The Scholarship Program Committee shall have the authority to take photographs of the contestants for such purpose as may be deemed necessary.
